1. Use of the photocell as a security device
The CEL photocells may be used for protect against compression, shear
ing, trapping and general danger areas of the motorized door.

3.  CELPRinstallation

Photocells must be installed in compliance with current regulations and
directives.

Figure 4 shows the installations possible in our sections.

Optically align R1 [R2] and P1 (P2 (fig. 3]. Connect the projectors and

the receivers as shown in Figs. 1 and 2. N.B.: maximum range can only
be obtained under optimum working conditions.

4.  CEL Ainstallation

Fix the container of card CEL A and connect to the electric panel as shown
in Figure 1. Connect the COM and N.C. terminals of card CEL A to the
electric panel terminals 1-8. In case of installation in particularly noisy
environments, earth the terminal

5. CEL ASinstallation
Fit the CEL AS card into the appropriate connector in the electric panel

(SAFETY).

6. Use of the photocell as an opening control

To use the CEL photocells to open, position R1 (R2) and P1 (P2) so that
crossing over by pedestrians causes the door to open. Connect the COM
and N.O. terminals of card CEL A to the electric panel terminals 1-3.

7. Checking for proper operation
Break off the beam and check for tripping of the relay (audible signal) and
coming on of LED [C] on the card.

8.  Maintenance (each 6 month)

For proper photocell operation:

- keep the external surfaces of R1 (R2) and P1 (P2) always clean;

- check that breaking off of the beam (coming onof LED)
causes door reopen.
